Do not store any liquid or gas fuels, cylinders or 
containers in the vicinity of the grill. Ensure all fuel containers are 
sealed tight to prevent escaping vapour. 

WARNING:
The manufacturer’s aim has been to remove all sharp edges, but you 
should nevertheless handle all parts with caution in order to prevent 
any possible injuries. 

LIGHTING
The grill can be lit by using a chimney starter, paraffin-based 
firelighters or lighter fluid. Only use vegetable oil-based fluid so that 
no flavour is imparted to the food. Regardless of the lighting method, 
always follow the manufacturer’s instructions for the product used for 
lighting.
WARNING: Do not use gasoline or spirit for lighting or increasing the 
flames.

WARRANTY
